In addition to the set homework tasks, it 

is recommended that you test yourself 

regularly on module vocabulary and you 

can do this using your own preferred 

method e.g flash cards/ mind maps/

Assessments 

 

At the end of each module, we will 

complete some “walk-through 

assessments” (ones that we work through 

together and that are not graded).   

 

We will then complete a more formal 

assessment (you will complete the tasks 

individually) and these will give you a 

percentage/grade.  From these you will 

know which aspects you have understood 

well, and which aspects require further 

work.
